I am a UCD graduate (1985) and recent TCD Masters graduate (2008), both in engineering. 
 

My MSc was in Civil Engineering was specialising in Transport and Environmental Engineering. My thesis was titled "Carbon Tax Policies as a Method of Reducing Energy Usage for Transport in Ireland" for which I received a distinction. My full time job is as managing director of Cylon Controls Ltd (www.cylon.com) who are the leading Irish Building Energy Management Company which I founded as a UCD campus company in 1985.

 

My MSc thesis projected a loss of Revenue of €191M due to the recent Greening of the car taxes. My thesis concluded that the changes that the Government made last July in VRT and Motor Tax are effective from a CO2 reduction point of view but they are poorly thought out from a Revenue point of view and will result in a projected loss of Tax revenue of €191M per annum. 

 

This projected loss does not include the loss of Tax revenue on imported second hand cars which are charged VRT at the lower new rates.

 

The model I developed from an EU model can also model the impact of moving taxation in the future from VRT taxes to Motor Taxes as proposed by the EU directives.
